2007 ACCREDITED TEXAS BRED CHAMPIONS

DIRT TRACK DATE - Two-Year-Filly

TQHA Sale Graduate DIRT TRACK DATE has earned the title as the 2007 Champion
Accredited Texas Bred Two Year Old Filly. Owners Ed Peters and Kevin Norris, who
make up the partnership of Norris & Peters Racing, purchased the Texas Bred from the
2006 TQHA Yearling Sale for only $6,800.00. Starting the year off showing her racing
ability Dirt Track Date broke her maiden at Retama Park for conditioner Tooter Jordan.
She went on to win the Restricted Grade I TQHA Sale Futurity at Sam Houston Race
Park and qualified for the Grade I Sam Houston Futurity all under the guidance of regular
rider Gaspar Garcia. Dirt Track Date is out of Julie Pilgrim’s mare Poker Time and was
one of the stallion Hotdoggin’s biggest runner in 2007. The multiple stakes qualifier now
has over $191,000 in her bank account with 6 starts, 3 wins (1 stakes) and 2 seconds.

ILLEGAL MEMORIES — Two-Year-Gelding

Multiple Grade 1 Stakes qualifier ILLEGAL MEMORIES is named 2007 Champion
Accredited Texas Bred Two-Year-Old Gelding. The Illegal Runaway showed talent
early in the year for owners Tim Lange & Charlie Forbes by qualifying for the Grade I
Retama Park Futurity. The Doug McMullen trainee then went on to run a well placed
second in the Grade I Dash For Cash Futurity but saved the best for last by winning the
richest race in the Lone Star State the Million Dollar Grade I Texas Classic Futurity
against some the of the toughest two year olds in the nation. The Fletcher Huskey bred
ended his freshmen campaign with a 107 speed index, 9 starts, 4 wins (1 stakes) and 3
seconds (1 stakes) and $577,916 for his efforts all while running solely in Texas.

CORONAS LEAVING YOU - Two-Year-Colt

Bob & Jerry Gaston’s CORONAS LEAVING YOU has been named the 2007
Champion Accredited Texas Bred Two Year Old Colt. The Corona Cartel colt turned in
astonishing performances all year long winning an impressive 7 in a row out of 8 lifetime
starts. He had a demanding year running in four different states; starting in Oklahoma
where he broke his maiden and won a trial race. The Andria Armer bred turned in the
best performance of the year winning the Grade II Firecracker Futurity at Delta Downs in
Louisiana, covering the 350 yards in a :17.38 and posted the years top speed index of
103. The Heath Taylor trainee then headed to the “mountain” in Ruidoso, New Mexico
to win a trial race before returning to the Lone Star State to end the year by qualifying to
the Million Dollar Grade I Texas Classic Futurity at Lone Star Park. This remarkable
colt ended his freshmen year with $165,252 in earnings.

MISS KIPS STREAKIN — Three Year Old Filly

MISS KIPS STREAKIN has received the honor as 2007 Accredited Texas Bred
Champion Three Year Old Filly. The consistent Streakin Sixes runner had one start as a
two year old but made a name for herself early in her sophomore campaign by winning
the Grade II Manor Downs Derby in April. She then went on to run a game third in the
Grade IIT John Deere Texas Distaff Challenge at Sam Houston and won the Yambilee
Stakes at Evangeline Downs. The Accredited Texas Bred ended her three year old year



in great fashion by qualifying for the Grade I Texas Classic Derby and the Grade II
Sunland Park Winter Derby. Miss Kips Streakin is owned by Gerardo Medina Luna,
bred by Frank J. Hieden and trained by Jose Ramos and accumulated a lifetime record of
5 wins (2 stakes), three seconds and two thirds (2 stakes) and over $148,000 in earnings.
Miss Kips Streakin is also the 2007 AQHA Texas High Point Three Year Old Filly.

DIAMOND TRES SEIS — Three Year Old Gelding

The Accredited Texas Bred Three-Year-Old Gelding honors go to DIAMOND TRES
SEIS. After a minimal freshman campaign Diamond Tres Seis returned to the track for
his sophomore year focused and ready to run for owner Mercy & Ray Hinklin. The Tres
Seis gelding was a multiple stakes qualifier and won the Grade II Sam Houston Derby
against tough competition for trainer Heath Taylor where he covered the 440 yards in :
21.43 to earn him a top speed index of 107. He also qualified for the Restricted Grade I1I
TQHA Sires’ Cup Derby and the Grade I Dash For Cash Derby. The Texas Bred ended
the year traveling to Louisiana to run in the final of the Evangeline Downs Derby and
now has six wins and over $77,000 in earnings. Diamond Tres Seis was bred in Texas by
Double Bar S Ranch, LLC.

IM PASSING BY — Three Year Old Colt

IM PASSING BY receives the honor of being named the 2007 Champion Accredited
Texas Bred Three-Year-Old Colt. Racing in the silks of owner Javier Marquez and
trained by Salvador Flores Im Passing By started the three year off in great style by
running a game second against Accredited Texas Bred Champion Filly Miss Kips
Streakin. Im Passing By went on to qualify for the Grade II Retama Park Derby and
posted a 104 speed index, the highest of his career The Evans & Evans royally bred colt
by Corona Cartel now has a lifetime record of four wins, two seconds (2 stakes) and one
third and over $62,000 in lifetime earnings.

TOOLE N ROUND - Aged Mare

The 2007 Accredited Texas Bred Champion Aged Mare honors belong to TOOLE N
ROUND. The four year old sorrel Jody O Toole mare didn’t run as a two year old, had a
better than average sophomore campaign but turned in the performance of a lifetime in
2007 for owner and breeder Pat Allen earning $60,135 for the year. Toole N Round
started the year off as a finalist in the Grade III Frances Carr Distaff and then went on to
have great triumphs in the Grade 111 TQHA Barnmaster Sprint Stakes at Sam Houston
Race Park and the John Deere East Challenged Stakes at Delta Downs and also turned in
a well placed second in the Harris County Stakes. Toole N Round ended the year as a
finalist in the Grade I John Deere Distaff Challenge Championship at Los Alamitos in
California. The Accredited Texas Bred was trained by Bobby Moore Jr. and now has a
lifetime record of 5 wins (3 stakes), one second (1 stakes) and two thirds and a speed
index of 102.

GRAY INVASION - Aged Stallion

The 2007 Accredited Texas Bred Champion Aged Gelding honor is awarded to GRAY
INVASION. The multiple graded stakes winner was conditioned by Robert Touchet,
raced in the silks of Claudio Aguilar and ran in 2007 against some of the toughest older
horses in Texas. The eight year old Chicks Beduino gelding has aged gracefully and
shows age does not matter by winning three major stakes in Texas including the Tower



Of The Americas Handicap at Retama, the Grade III TQHA 550 Stakes at Sam Houston
Race Park and the JEH Stallion Station Handicap at Lone Star Park. This big gorgeous
gray was well placed in the Grade III Texas Horse Racing Hall Of Fame, finished a
strong third in the Grade I Sam Houston Classic and was also a finalist in the Grade 11
Manor Downs Maturity. The L/J Farms bred ended the year upping his lifetime earnings
to $325,886, a 110 speed index and 15 wins, 7 seconds and 10 thirds. Gray Invasion is
also the 2007 AQHA Texas High Point Aged Gelding.

BRINDIS POR CAYENNE - Aged Stallion

BRINDIS POR CAYENNE reigns as the 2007 Accredited Texas Bred Champion Aged
Stallion. The Toast To Dash stud ran in seven graded stakes race in 2007 and showed he
is still at the top of his class by becoming a Superior Race Horse through the AQHA in
2007. He won the Grade II Sunland Park Winter Derby and the Grade III Texas Horse
Racing Hall Of Fame Stakes at Retama Park and was a finalist in the New Mexico, East
& Central Challenge Regional races, and the West Texas Maturity while being stakes
placed in the Bank Of America West/Southwest Challenge Championship. This
persistent runner, who is owned by K. C. Carden and bred by Leonelo Trevino, gives his
all every time he steps on the track and now has over $407,000 in total earnings, a top
speed index of 105 with 8 wins, 6 seconds and 4 thirds.
